一、《课标》内容概述
《普通高中英语课程标准（2017年版）》
基于立德树人育人观的普通高中英语课程标准------总理念，课程性质，基本理念，学科核心素养，课程目标，课程结构
基于实践英语学习活动观的高中英语教育教学------课程内容，学业质量，实施建议
学科核心素养：学科核心素养是学科育人价值的集中体现，是学生通过学科学习而逐步形成的正确价值观念、必备品格和关键能力。英语学科核心素养主要包括语言能力、文化意识、思维品质和学习能力（涵盖了：知识+能力+态度）。

其中，语言能力指在社会情境中，以听、说、读、看、写等方式理解和表达意义的能力，以及在学习和使用语言的过程中形成的语言意识和语感。英语语言能力构成英语核心素养的基础要素。文化意识指对中外文化的理解和对优秀文化的认同。文化意识体现英语核心素养的价值取向。思维品质指思维在逻辑性、批判性、创新性等方面所表现的能力和水平。思维品质体现英语核心素养的心智特征。学习能力指学生积极运用和主动调试英语学习策略、拓展英语学习渠道、努力提升英语学习效率的意识和能力。学习能力构成英语核心素养的发展条件。

英语课程内容是发展学生英语学科核心素养的基础，包含六个要素：主题语境、语篇类型、语言知识、文化知识、语言技能、学习策略。
普通高中英语课程由必修、选择性必修、选修三类课程构成。必修课程（6学分）为全体学生必须修习的课程，作为学生达到英语学业质量水平一的要求，满足高中毕业基本要求。选择性必修课程（8学分）供有学习兴趣和升学考试需求的学生选修，得到8学分后，方可参加高考。选修课程为学生自主选择修习的课程，包括国家设置的提高类、基础类、实用类、拓展类、第二外国语类等课程和学校自主开发的校本课程。学生完成提高类课程的6个学分且学业水平合格，可以达到学业质量水平三。
主题语境：涵盖人与自我、人与社会、人与自然，涉及人文社会科学和自然科学领域等内容，为学科育人提供话题和语境。

主题是学习语言的最重要内容，英语学习活动就是对有关中外文化的主题意义探究。主题意义三个方面可以分为18个主题群，即：人与自我----生活、学习、做人、做事（4个）；人与社会----社会服务、人际沟通、文学、艺术、体育、历史、社会、文化、科学、技术（10个）；人与自然----自然生态、环境保护、灾害防范、宇宙探索（4个）。这18个主题群又可以分为若干个主题范围，人与自我中9个，人与社会中16个、人与自然中7个，共32个主题范围。实验版中划分了24个话题，又细分出85个子项目，修订版中对这些项目进行了整合，具体操作时可以对照这些细化了的主题范围，在具体语篇中对应主题范围，感悟主题语境，探究主题意义。即所谓，入情、入境、入意，以意义驱动进行教学，在关注情感的基础上学习和运用语言知识，表达思想，传递信息，开展交际，培养意识，形成策略。
语言知识包含：语音知识、词汇知识、语法知识、语篇知识、语用知识。其中，语用涵盖了功能，强调“场景”、“情境”；语篇融合了话题，整体性更强。语言知识是构成语言技能的重要基础。

语言知识包括结构性知识（“是什么”的知识，即，陈述性知识）和运用性知识（“如何做”的知识，即程序性知识），注重基于语境下的知识表意功能。

结构性知识：

---语音：语音的表意功能---具体说话时的重音、语调、态度、意图、情感等。

---词汇：词块、词族、词汇语义网（以主题为中心），1500（义务段）+1500+200（不确定）

---语法：英语语法知识包括词法和句法知识：词法关注词的形态变化，句法关注句子结构。在语言使用中，语法知识是“形式---意义----使用”的统一体，与语音、词汇、语篇和语用知识紧密相连，直接影响语言理解和表达的准确性和得体性。
运用性知识：

---语篇：语篇的结构、文体的特点。微观知识----词汇搭配、语法结构、句与句间的衔接、信息展开的方式等；宏观结构知识----段与段之间的关系、语篇中的意义。

---语用：指在特定语境中准确理解他人和得体表达自己的知识。语境中的语言功能。语流、用词、语气；身份、对象、态度；正确性（可理解，不可理解）、得体性（可接受，不可接受）；交际性（目的、场合、身份、对象）

二、语法知识内容要求
高中阶段英语语法知识的学习是义务教育阶段语法学习的延伸和继续，应在更加丰富的语境中通过各种英语学习活动进一步巩固和恰当运用义务教育阶段所学的语法知识，学会在语境中理解和运用新的语法知识，进一步发展英语语法意识。
学习语法的最终目的是在语境中有效地运用语法知识来理解和表达意义。

普通高中英语课程语法知识内容要求：
必修要求（水平一）：运用所学的语法知识，理解口头和书面语篇的基本意义，描述真实和想象世界中的人和物、情景和事件，简单地表达观点、意图和情感态度，在生活中进行一般的人际交流；（3-9条中具体列举了必修语法项目以及对这些项目的学习应达到的程度）
选择性必修要求（水平二）：通过在语境中学习和运用语法知识，认识英语语法在哪些主要方面不同于汉语语法；运用所学的语法知识，理解所学语篇的基本意义和深层意义，恰当地描述真实和想象世界中的人和物、情景和事件，表达观点、意图和情感态度，进行人际交流；（3-10条中具体列举了选择性必修语法项目及对这些项目的学习应达到的程度）
选修要求（水平三）：通过在语境中学习和运用语法知识，认识英语语法的基本体系及其特征；熟练地运用所学的语法知识，准确地理解语篇的基本意义和深层意义，有效地描述真实和想象世界中的人和物、情景和事件，表达观点、意图和情感态度，进行流畅的人际交流；（3、4条中具体列举了选修语法项目及对这些项目的学习应达到的程度）
三、语法教学相关概念
（一）什么是语法？

Scott Thronbury says (in the book, How to Teach Grammar ), grammar is a description of the 

rules for forming sentences, including an account of the meanings that these forms convey and that grammar adds meanings that are not easily inferable from the immediate context.

The kinds of meanings realised by grammar are principally: 

►representational --- that is, grammar enables us to use language to describe the world in terms of how, when and where things happen, and 

►interpersonal --- that is, grammar facilitates the way we interact with other people when, for example, we need to get things done using language. 

With regard to the relationship between form and meaning, we have seen that: 

►there is no one-to-one match between grammatical form and communicative function, and that 

►contextual information plays a key role in our interpretation of what a speaker means. 

We have also seen that: 

►while traditional grammar is based on the written form of the language, spoken language has its own distinctive grammar. 

From the teaching point of view, we have looked at: 

►ways that grammar can be organised into a teaching syllabus according to such criteria as complexity, learnability, and teachability 

  ► ways that grammar rules can be formulated, according to whether they are prescriptive, descriptive or pedagogic, and whether they focus on form or on use. 
   According to Diane Larsen-Freeman and Marianne Celce-Murcia, Grammar is a meaning-making resource. It is made up of lexicogrammatical form, meaning, and use constructions that are appropriate to the context and that operate at the word, phrase, sentence and textual levels.
We have looked briefly at what grammar is, what it does, and how it can be organised and described. We now need to focus on how grammar is taught and learned. 

（二）什么是生活？词典中的解释：人或者生物为了生存和发展所进行的所有活动。

如：行走、跑步、吃饭、睡觉、说话、读书、交谈、上课、看电视、购物、唱歌、跳舞、画画、吵架、打架、就医、美容等等动作或事情，都是生活。

（三）语法与生活的联系

如何选择与语法教学相关的生活素材？这由语法的功能和意义来决定。

教学是干什么的？学生在教师的帮助下通过自己的体验、实践、感悟而得到发展。

From a learner’s perspective, the ability both to recognize and to produce well-formed sentences is an essential part of learning a second language. But how this ability is best developed and what “well-formed” really means, are the things we should think of first. 

综上所述，生活资源是语法学习的”载体”，无论采用哪种语法教学法，都需要载体（教材）来实现。只要在教学中，依据需要，用生活素材辅助语法学习，都可以认为是”语法教学生活化”，如果我们在用的过程中，能提高生活素材运用的得体性、适时性、趣味性和实效性，则能大大提高语法学习的效果。

四、语法教学方法
采用哪些语法教学方法？
（现场与老师交流沟通，了解教师目前语法教学情况）总体来说，有两种方法，一是演绎法（deductive approach---rule-driven path），二是归纳法(Inductive---rule-discovery path)，(a deductive approach starts with the presentation of a rule and is followed by examples in which the rule is applied; an inductive approach starts with some examples from which a rule is inferred) 还有两者结合，交互穿插进行，这个基本方法依然生效，只是在用这两种方法的时机、顺序、程度上要有些探究。学生的生活实际、学生的最近学习区域、学生的接受程度和能力、老师的最佳讲授期和最佳讲授度是语法教学得体性的衡量标准，也是语法教学实效性的前提条件。

将英语语法教学生活化主要是解决英语教学的“载体”问题和落实“英语学习活动观”的问题，用生活的素材以及真实交际需要激发学习需要。一般情况下，老师习惯用”演绎法”，即：以实例讲解规则，引导学生操练，利用翻译、填空、转换、做题等方式来帮助学生理解学习语法，把语法教学上成了规则讲解课或者上成了语法习题课，忽略了语法教学的交际功能。往往学生听懂了，认为自己学会了，但落实在具体语境中时，可能束手无策，无处下手，一用就错，这主要是因为，学生在学习时，思维没有得到发展，规则和语境脱节，教学的主要功能之一就是要给规则和运用之间搭桥，这个桥就是在真实交际中的思维活动，思维能力形成了，语言规则和真实语境结合在一起了，语言交际的真实性就实现了，学生掌握的语言规则就落地生根了，语用能力就能培养起来。

高中英语语法教学生活化，不能像低龄段学生那样用简单的动作或有趣但幼稚的故事进行，高中学生的年龄特点决定，他们更适合于“能激发思维”的生活要素，事实上他们已经经历了低龄阶段的一些学习过程，比如，学习祈使句可以用动作本身，stand up, walk, turn around等等，高中学生需要适合他们年龄特点和认知水平的、有内涵并能激发内驱力的、以及能触其心弦的生活素材，他们通过理解更深、更广、更复杂的语篇、表达更深层次思想，进一步促使思维能力的发展。
五、语法教学设计案例
学生通过学习、理解和运用英语语法知识，培养语言能力、学习能力和思维能力，增强文化意识，提高核心素养。
基于课标要求，我们在语法教学中应该做以下的尝试。
语法教学生活化，在活的、真实的、与学生密切相关的语境中学习语法，真实需求，真实困惑，真实思考，真实表达，真实交流。

案例一: 过去将来时态

学生在初中已经学习了六个时态，分别是…… 他们对于时态有一定的认识，高中学习时态应基于这六个时态，与过去将来时态联系最紧密的是一般将来时，教学时应当先激活学生这一图式。

思考：日常交际中什么情况下用过去将来时态？

一般将来时态的主要功能为表达梦想、意愿或者愿望、计划与安排、期待、对事态的预测、想象等。
那么，过去将来时态的功能就是：对以前的梦想、意愿或者愿望、计划与安排、期待、对事态的预测、想象等的回顾、阐述、评估、改变等情况下会用到过去将来时态。

设计建议（1）（归纳法）：
Step1: Free talk: What dream job will you do？ What dream do you have? What about when you were 10 years old?（激活图式，导入过去将来，初步构建“过去将来的时间概念”）
Step2: 视听:一段视频（选自TED）（听口头语篇，获取说者对于小时候一些关于长大后做什么的认识的相关信息，进一步建立过去将来的概念，同时记录若干个含有过去将来时的语句），就视频内容提问:认同点，不同认识，why and how?  归纳出过去将来时态的形式，理解其意义。

Step3: 独立自主学习:回顾思考以前的某一计划或想法，包括以下要素:想法产生的时间、原因（愿望）、为此所做的计划和安排、对此的反馈等（尝试运用过去将来时态表达）。
Step4:小组或结对交流: 运用过去将来时态进行交流并记录彼此的内容，小组成员选择另一成员的内容，用第三人称进行汇报。（每一学生汇报的过程中，其他同学听并记录说者所用的含有过去将来的语句。）
Step5: 总结归纳过去将来时态的形式和表达的意义。
Step6: Homework：Do a survey among your family members about their dreams when they were young. Then write a report about your survey. 整个过程中，师生及时反馈。

设计建议2（归纳法）: 

Step 1:Free talk
 Everyone has a dream when young. Everyone has experience of making their dream come true.  Now I’ll hand out four texts to you all. Each group will have a different text. Please read and find out what dreams the people had when they were young and underline the sentences that talk about the dreams.
Text 1:
When I was 5 years old, I was often asked what I wanted to be when I grew up. I told them I would be a scientist. They often said it was great. That was all. Nobody every cared for it. They ignored me and talked about something else. But one day, my uncle, who was a teacher, asked me the same question. When I said I would become a scientist, he asked what scientist I would be and why. I never really thought about that. I just knew I would become a scientist when I grew up. When he asked me, I began to think about it. I asked myself why I would be a scientist and what scientist I would be. Then I lost in thought. My parents and teachers usually told me stories about great scientists. And I also read many books about scientists. They made deep impressions on me. So I thought I would do things like them. I would study hard and go to college. I would learn a lot of things and make researches. After I graduated, I would work as a scientist. That was what I thought then. I had no idea what I would study and how I would do to make my dream come true. Now I think I will be a businessman, because I like it. I will learn it from my father who is a great businessman and has great influence on me. With his help, I think I will be a great scientist too.
Text 2: 

My dream was to be a teacher when I was in Grade 2 in primary school. I had such a dream because of my Chinese teacher, Miss Wang’s influence on me. She was a nice teacher. We all liked her. She loved us all and taught us very well. Every Monday morning, she told us what we would do in the week. She made sure each of us was clear of what we would do. She would help those who had problems. Every afternoon, before school was over, she talked with us and collected our questions and problems. She would help us when necessary either at the moment or after school. Some of us had difficulties that needed patient explanation. She would call us and explain later until the problem was solved. If the problem could not be solved through phone call, she would have a face-to-face talk with the student the next morning and try to give help. Another reason we liked her was that she made her classes very interesting. She was kind and humorous. So I wanted to be a person like her. I thought I would teach as well as her. I would love my students and help them when needed. I would have many students. It would be great work. Now I still think I will be a teacher. I’m still working hard to realize my dream.
Text 3: 

I grew up in the countryside which is far away from the city. The nearest town to our village is about 20 kilometers away. We hardly had chances to go there. There was no public transportation. Once I went to town with my mother. I saw a beautiful saleswoman. She greeted customers with a sweet smile. She made a deep impression on me. So I decided to become a salesgirl like her when I grew up. I thought I would have such a job. I would greet the customers with smiles and sell the things they want. I would wear nice clothes and become a beautiful lady. I would stand there and meet different people. I would make money by doing a nice job like that. That was my dream job at that time. 
Text 4:

As a student of 7 years old, I had a dream and I hoped one day it would come true.

I dreamed that I would have a harmonious family. I dreamed that my parents wouldn't scold me when I made mistakes. Instead they would patiently teach me how to correct the mistakes. I dreamed that there would be no quarrels or fighting in my family. When the family members had different ideas or feel angry, they would smile and understand and respect each other. I dreamed that every one in my family would be healthy and they would never suffer from illnesses. I dreamed that all the people in the family would have the job that they would love very much. They would work but never complain.

　　That was my dream. I still have the same dream and I will do my best to realize it.

Step 2: Read the sentences you underlined and think what form those sentences have. What meanings do the sentences convey? Draw a conclusion of the form.
Step 3: Think about your dreams when you were young and have a talk about them with your partners. Then report your partners’ dreams, using the Past Future Tense. While one is talking, the others please listen carefully and remember their dreams. Then choose one of the reports and write a report.
Step 4: Homework
Think about the similarities and differences between the Future Tense and the Past Future Tense. And try presenting them in the form of a mind-map.

设计建议3（演绎法）：运用对比法，一般将来与过去将来相对比，进行教学
Step 1: 
We are going to have a trip to the mountains this weekend. Let’s think what we will do there and make a plan. Now, please work in pairs and talk about the activities we can do, the things we’ll take, and the matters that need our attention to keep our safety, using “We will …”
Then collect the students’ information. 
Maybe, they are sentences like: We will start at 6 this Saturday morning. It will take us two hours to get there. We will gather together at the foot of the mountain. After a short rest, we will climb the mountains. When we get to the top of mountains, we’ll have a party. During the party, we’ll sing, dance, and tell stories, etc. We will also eat the things we take with us…
T: What tense have we used? 

Ss: …(The Future Tense) 
T: What time does the sentences use? Give some examples.
Ss:…(Future time, e.g. at 6 this Saturday morning, when/after…
T: So the form of the Future Tense is: will + do/be…+future time
So if we talk about the activities that took place in the future of a past time, we use “would do”. For example, we may use “On Tuesday of last week, I thought I would have a day off on Friday of last week.” We call this the Past Future Tense.
Step 2: Offer students some sentences for them to understand the grammar.
Step 3: Using the grammar
Just now we talked about what we would do this weekend. We used “will do…”, We call it the Future Tense. Today we are going to learn the Past Future Tense. What you think we can use here? (referring to the “will”)

The form is: “would do…” It means…
Actually, Class 5 had a plan to go to the mountains on the third Saturday of this term. They made a plan in the first week. I saw their plan and found they planned the same as us. Now I need to write a report to our school master. Please help me write it. Thanks. 
You may begin like this: At the beginning of this term, / In the first week of this term, Class 5 planned to go to the mountains on the third Sunday. They would take some food with them. It was said it would rain that day. So they would take umbrellas. They would take a bus to go there…
Step 4: Homework
Think about one of your past plans and write a report about it.
案例二：现在进行和现在完成时态的被动语态
这两项语法功能分析：

学生在之前已经学习了被动语态的三个时态：……他们对于被动语态的基本概念和意义有了初步认识，并能用这三个时态的被动语态进行交流，对学习这两个时态的被动语态有一定的帮助。
教学设计建议：
创设语境----（自主学习）（在学习这两项语法的前两周的一个环节---时长5-10分钟，可以在课内，也可以在自习或其它学习活动时间）
T: Attentions please. Suppose our School Open Day has been set. It will be on Wednesday, in two weeks. Your parents and many other people are invited. So we are supposed to get ready for it. Now, let’s have a talk about what we need to do, including how our classroom will be decorated, what will be written or drawn on the blackboards, what food will be prepared, what will be shown to your parents----your school works, your artificial works and so on, what questions will be asked, what activities will be done----singing English songs, telling English stories, dubbing films in English, debating in English, putting on English plays, etc. Please discuss in groups and put down the things you think are needed. Later, we’ll collect your suggestions in the whole class. 
After that you will be divided in groups and take action to prepare the things.（结合班级或学校活动，让学生真实准备，并用英语表达）
One day before that Wednesday you are supposed to report on how you have done. Each group will have a chance to report to the whole class. So you will have about two weeks to get ready for it. If you have questions please ask for help in any way you like, such as from your classmates, from the Internet, from the learning material books or from me. (Your report will include passive voice of different tenses)
（这期间老师进行提示与必要的帮助，包括做什么与怎么做），在老师的指导和帮助下，学生在“做中学”，“学中用”“用中悟”，这个过程中学生运用已有策略，增强自主学习能力和合作学习意识，提高思维能力。
Two weeks later, in one class before Wednesday, the teacher checks how the preparation work is getting on. The class may go as follows.
Step 1: Report time
T: Guys, two weeks ago, you were asked to prepare for our School Open Day. And tomorrow is the day. Now, let’s check how everything is going on. Please report group by group. 
Ss’ report may be as follows:
Sa: Our group will dub an English film. The name is Forrest Gump. Five roles have been chosen by our group. The words of each member have been copied. We are remembering the words by heart. The actors’ words are being said again and again these days. The most difficult thing for us is to imitate the intonations of the actors. So the film is being played while we are having breaks so that we can listen to it and get familiar with how the actors are speaking. Each part has been practiced many times. I think we will act well. Thank you!
Sb: Hello, everyone. Our group has chosen to tell an English story. The story has been written by our group members. It has been created. At the beginning each of us thought of an interesting thing. And the things were offered to the whole group. We chose those that made us laugh most. And those things have been put together and a new story has come out. The story is being told in our group these days. Now it is being copied by one of us. Each of us will tell a part of the story. How to divide the story is being discussed. I’m sure we will tell an interesting story.
…
（一个组汇报时，其他学生需要认真听，并且记录相关信息，以备在小组汇报后回顾并总结各组进展情况，记录和回顾时有意关注含有被动语态的语句。）
Step 2: Note teasing out time
T: Now please work individually to tease out the things that have been written in your notebook. Pay special attention to the sentences that include passive voices.
Then discuss in groups what passive voices you have written, what forms they have, and what meanings they have.

Step 3: Ss’ presentation time
With the teacher’s guide, Ss express their understanding of the present continuous tense of the passive voice and the present perfect tense of the passive voice.
Step 4: Language using time
Some pictures or videos for Ss to describe:
e.g.
In the picture/video, a big hole is being dug by some workers. A truck with rubbish is being driven toward where the workers are. In another place, another truck is being loaded with bags of rubbish. Many bags have been filled with used things. The hole which is being dug will be filled with rubbish too. Much waste has been produced by humans. The earth has been polluted. It’s really terrible. 

Step 5: Homework
After class, please translate the following into English, using passive voices.（题为：What a mess! 要求用现在时态讲故事。我第一次学做饭的场景历历在目，我准备做臊子面，我从面袋子里取了一些面粉，倒进盆里，接了半碗水，我用手和面，当我把水倒进盆里，用手搅拌面的时候，门铃响了，我把手洗干净后，去看谁按门铃，这时我的电话又响了，由于着急，我把手机掉地上了，手机屏打碎了，我打开门时，人已经走了，我又去做面条，用力过猛，我把面盆撞翻了，面撒了一地。。。。。。我很狼狈。）
Or: please observe the surrounding near your home and describe the things you see, using passive voices.

案例三：过去完成时态。

高中学生在学习过去完成时态时，已经学习了至少七个时态，分别是：一般现在时、一般过去时、一般将来时、过去将来时、现在进行时、过去进行时、现在完成时。他们对时态的意义和概念有了基本的认识，因此，在教学过去完成时态时应该首先激活学生已有的对于时态的认识，在这个基础上引入过去完成时态。

设计建议1：翻译教学法
Step 1

老师呈现一段文字：

我去年3月份买了一套房子，4月开始装修，到去年7月底已经装修好了，8月订购了家具，11月前所有的家具已经送到家里了，也就是说，到那个时候我的家具已经摆设到位。家里还有味儿，我买了一些花以净化空气，我打算再过一段时间搬进新房子，到时候欢迎大家到我家做客。

老师要求学生将这段文字翻译成英语，把会的翻译出来，不会的先留下，后面帮助同学完成，最后，集中呈现出现的几个过去完成时态和现在完成时态的句子：

By the end of July, I had had the house decorated. 

Before November, the salesmen had delivered all the furniture I had bought. That’s to say, my house had been furnished by then.

I have bought some plants to keep the air fresh. 

Step 2:要求学生pay attention to the Actions and Time, and conclude that the past participle has the structure: the auxiliary (had) + v-ed. The meaning of the tense is to represent an action that takes place before a past point of time. 
接着给学生创造环境，让学生操练：如， 

T: What were you do at 8 last night? 

S: I was doing my homework?

T: What about before doing homework? 

S: I had taken a walk?

T: What had you done before you took a walk? 

S: I had had supper? 

T: What had happened beofore you had supper?

S: I had gone to school?

T: What had you done when you left school?

…

学生通过这样的头脑风暴加深对这个结构的理解。

Step 3: Another practice of translation

最近大家都在谈论电影”疯狂动物城(Zootopia= Zoo + Utopia)”（ A hot movie），在2016年3月前我就看到了对该电影的介绍和预告：该片灵感来源于《柳林风声》（the Wind in the Willows。在开始拍摄前，这部电影创作团进行了各种调研和准备，创作团队光是调研动物就用了18个月的时间，它们拜访了全世界的动物专家，去了奥兰多迪士尼世界动物王国和洛杉矶自然历史博物馆，还去了非洲的肯尼亚，进行了为时两周的对动物个性和行为的挖掘，对一些动物做了充分的了解，对于主角的方案也做了反复调整。经过多方努力和充分的准备，在众多演员的共同努力下，电影”疯狂动物城(Zootopia= Zoo + Utopia)”终于决定在2016年3月4日在中国和北美同时上映。到目前为止，已放映了多场，我的朋友说她和她的儿子已经看了两次了，打算本周末再看一遍；还有我的同事也谈了她在看电影时的感受：英语原版电影，有汉语字幕，由于她不懂英语，就必须一边看字幕一边看影像，眼睛不舒服，也看不完整，有点忙乱，但整体感觉很好。）

在这个过程中，学生通过对真实材料的翻译，进一步加强对过去完成时态的认识，并且，材料中所需时态有变化，以便学生思考并辨别动作发生的时间与时态运用的关系，语境真实，贴近生活，学生的思维能力和表达能力得以培养，语法结构（formation）、意义(meanings)和运用（use communication）都可得到训练。

设计建议2：用解释语法规则的办法来教学过去完成时态

Rules are only one component of an explanation. Here， for example， is a procedure a teacher might use to give a grammar explanation (T = teacher; ST = student). In the right-hand column the different stages of the explanation are identified.

T: Right. The past perfect.                                        (cueing)

T: We arrived at this point in time (a). But I need to refer to an earlier point in the past, when the film started, here (b). 

Notice that the explanation is staged in two parts, the rule of form being dealt with before the rule of use. (Sometimes it may only be a rule of form that is being explained, for example, the form of past tense regular verbs.) Note also, how, in the example, the rules are exemplified and illustrated where possible， and that running checks are made on the state of the students' understanding. Note, finally, that the rule statements themselves attempt to fulfill the conditions of truth, clarity, simplicity, etc, outlined above. 

Think of the efficiency (the E-factor) and its appropriacy (the A-factor) of each teaching approach you use.
案例四：教学-ing和-ed forms

Teaching v-ing and v-ed form used as adverbial, using a self-study approach.

通过查阅语法书学习语法是学生学习语法的途径之一，语法书中既有规则，又有例子和要点，老师可以引导学生阅读语法规则，学习语法。

Step 1: Read the following passage and underline the words with –ing and –ed.

Last Sunday I visited my uncle in the country. Arriving at the gate of my uncle’s yard, I saw my little cousin, at the age of five, standing in the garden, with a shovel in his hand. Walking over to him, I said hello. But he just turned and looked at me, weeping. Feeling surpised, I asked him what had happened. Still sobbing, he told me his dog was killed by a car. Brought back to the yard by my uncle, the dog was buried in the gardon by my cousin. Seeing my little cousin sad, I said something to comfort him and told him that the dog had already died and that it couldn’t come back to life. If he liked dogs, he might ask his father to buy him another dog later. Then he might take good care of the dog and play with it. Step 2: Students are required to distinguish –ing and –ed used as predicate from non-predicate by reading the rules (givn on a sheet or directly from a grammar book) of v-ing and v-ed form used as adverbial. Then they dicide which ones are adverbials and erase those that are not.

Step 3: Students fill in the blanks using the verbs given, deciding to use –ing or –ed. In this procedure they get to know the meaining of the two forms. (If they can’t do it, they may refer to the rule again. The teacher give some explanation but not intervene if they can get it by themselves.)

Step 4: Students are required to watch a vedio or look at some sequential sentences including tensences with –ing or –ed forms of the verbs. (找视频)（资源库里这样的视频还是有的）
After watching or listening, the voice is to be concealed. The students have a try to talk about the pictures by themselves, trying to use the forms learned today. Meanwhile, errors are allowed. Students will record the sentences they say (or the teacher will pick out the mistakes made by the students, and ask them to pay attention to them ) while listening again later. That’s to say the students will listen again and pay further attention to what they are not sure about.
Step 5: Students are required to talk about the picture with about ten sentences, using –ing or –ed forms of the verbs. （找画面或者视频）

案例五：Teaching present perfect continuous tense through actions.

Step 1: The teacher comes to the door of the classroom three minutes earlier than the bell. And when the bell rings, the teacher says two or three times to the class: 

I have been waiting here for three minutes (for the class to begin).  I have been waiting here for three minutes (for the class to begin).  I have been waiting here for three minutes (for the class to begin).

Then the teacher turns to a student who has been speaking/ talking and asks him or her what he/ she has been in the last three minutes doing: I have been talking for ten minutes. I have been talking for ten minutes.  I have been talking for ten minutes.
Then the teacher says: He has been talking for ten minutes.  He has been talking for ten minutes. He has been talking for ten minutes.
Then the whole class can say it in chorus. He has been talking for ten minutes. He has been talking for ten minutes. He has been talking for ten minutes.
Then the teacher goes to another student and asks “What about you?”
Step 2: The teacher asks the students to do a task (e.g. reading/ listening/ interviewing/ listening/ writing/ discussing, etc., involving the content being learned today) for a while and ask: What have you been doing all the five minutes without stopping.

Sb:…

Step 3: Conclusion and applying activities. 

(Some pictures or demonstrations.)
案例六：Teaching should have done using a generative situation.

By offering the learner a context, it also avoids the problems involved in either excessive explanation or translation.

Step 1: Present a generative situation
Last week, I planned to travel to Yin Chuan. But when we arrived at Changwu, my husband said, “We can’t go there. We have to go home.” “Are you kidding?” I asked. He answered seriously, “Not kidding. We have to go back.” I was puzzled, but when he told me the reason I knew we had to. Anyhow, I also blamed him for quite a few things. Can you guess why? (先让学生猜原因，列出学生说的原因中的动词，让学生给出建议)

Step 2: Present my blames

I said: He told me that we had forgotten our ID cards and we wouldn’t be able to register in any hotels.

You should have reminded us of that.

You should have told me to do that before hand.

When he seemed annoyed by what I said, I changed my words:

We should have had a check list.

We should have put the ID card at hand.

We should have put the ID cards in our bag all the time.

I shouldn’t have taken it out of my purse that day.

I should have checked it before I left

While saying the sentences, write some on the blackboard and ask the students to read and find the rule and the meaning.

Step 3: Students having a trial

The teacher asks the students to think about something bad that happened to them before. And think of the ways to remend. (Say their problems or regrets first, and then say what they should have done.)

Step 4: By means of a picture on the board (a drawing, photo, or picture cut from a magazine)

T: To make a journey, you should:

take a map

take water

not travel alone

advise the police

not travel on the wet season

take some medicine…

案例七：倒装句
设计建议1：通过dictogloss学习倒装句

Dictogloss合作听说法是一种以篇章为基础、以任务为基础、以学生为中心的任务型教学方法。

Dictogloss is a language teaching technique that is used to teach grammatical structures, in which students form small groups and summarize a target-language text. First, the teacher prepares a text that contains examples of the grammatical form to be studied. The teacher reads the text to the students at normal speed while they take notes. Students then work in small groups to prepare a summary of their work using the correct grammatical structures, and finally each group presents their work to the rest of the class. Dictogloss activities encourage learners to focus on the form of their language while also being based in communication, and are used in task-based language teaching.
Dictogloss activities have several advantages. They integrate the four language skills of listening, reading, speaking, and writing. They also give students opportunities to talk about both content and the language itself. Furthermore, dictogloss activities are a useful way of presenting new factual information to students and encourage them to listen for key points. Finally, they give support to less confident students, as they are encouraged to participate in their groups as part of the structure of the activity.
Step 1：确定Theme,谈论“如何实现梦想”
T: I’ll tell you how I think you can make your dream come true.

I want you to listen and as soon as I have finished, I want you to write down any words, phrases or sentences that you can remember. Now, listen:

Do you have a dream? What dream do you have? Why do you have such a dream? How do you think you can realize your dream? Here is / comes /goes a process of all the things that happen in your life. 

First, everyone should have a dream. Without a dream, any activity has no destination.  Only when you have a dream can you live your life targetedly or pointedly. Only when you have a destination will you know what you do. Only when you know what to do will you want to make a plan. Only when you have a plan in mind can you work regularly and orderly.

Next is another thing to pay attention to. You’ve got a dream and a plan. And you work pointedly and regularly. Will you achieve your dream? At no time should you think so. You also need perseverance. Only when you persist in what you think is right and keep doing so can you gain success. No matter what happens you keep and keep. Not until you succeed will you pause. Not until then will you know how you have done. Not until then will you be able to conclude how everything has worked.

Thirdly, have you thought about another factor? Methods of putting your plan into practice are important. Only in this way can you make sure you can go effectively and appropriately.

Step 2: Students work in groups to compare what they have noted down, and try to construct the text. During this time, the teacher may answer questions about vocabulary, e.g. efficiently, but does not intervene in the construction of the text.

Step 3: Choose a student as a class “scribe”. Write their constructional version of the text on one half of the board, incorporating their suggestions of all the students in the class.

	The students text might be…




The teacher then present his text on the board/ on an overhead projector/ on a piece of paper.

Students notice the differences or the focus of the teacher.

Step 5: Students write down their own texts of something to be done that needs a certain time, way and condition. Their texts can be shorter, but must include sentences of inversion that focused above.

设计建议2： Using questions and answers to teach Inversion

Step1：Teacher has a talk with a student. Other students listen and note something down.

T: When did you go to bed last night?

S: I went to bed at 12.

T: Oh, you mean: Not until 12 o’clock did you go to bed.

T: Why did you go to bed so late?

S: Because I had to finish my homework.

T: Oh, you mean: Not until you finished your homework did you go to bed. 

T: Have you ever gone to bed before 9?

S: No. Never/ Seldom.    (Or: Sometimes. Then the teacher may have other response.)
T: So. Never have you gone to bed before 9.

      Seldom do you go to bed before 9.

Step 2: The teacher asks another student about the things that he asked the previous student.

T: When did he go to bed?  Why?  What about you? Do you ever go to bed before 9.

S: No. Never have I gone to bed before 9.  （老师引导学生这样表达）

T: Do you have any suggestions? How can you make sure that you go to bed early?

Step 3: Ask the class what other suggestions they can give?

    Students can work in groups and write their suggestions and conditions.

Step 4: Ask a student to write down the sentences they have noted down. (all the students’)

Step 5: Draw a conclusion (focus on the patterns)

Step 6: Practice

Students ask and answer in pairs, creating their own situations.

Step 7: Check, using questions and answers.

设计建议1：
Practising the third conditional using written exercises

In this example, the teacher has chosen to focus on it through a series of written exercises.

Step 1: 
The teacher distributes cards to different students， on which are written the following words: STUDIED， PASSED， HAVE， HAD， IF， HE， JACK， WOULD， and asks them to stick them on the board to form a sentence， e.g.

 IF JACK HAD STUDIED HE WOULD HAVE PASSED.

The teacher numbers each word:

      1     2      3       4       5      6       7        8

      IF   JACK   HAD   STUDIED   HE   WOULD   HAVE   PASSED.

The teacher then distributes further word cards， and invites students to place them in the appropriate column (1-8). For example， JILL， HADN’T， WORKED， FAILED， SHE， 
WOULDN’T, BOB， DRIVEN SLOWLY， HAD AN ACCIDENT， MARIA， TAKEN A TAXI， BEEN LATE. This results in a table that looks something like this:

Step 2 

The teacher then asks students to use the table to write as many sentences as they can， working in pairs. Sample sentences include: 

If Jill hadn’t studied, she would have failed.

If Bob had driven slowly, he wouldn’t have had an accident.

If Maria had taken a taxi, she wouldn’t have been late.

If Maria hadn’t driven slowly, she wouldn’t have been late.

If Jack had worked, he wouldn’t have had an accident.

Students read out their sentences and the teacher checks them for accuracy， as well as eliminating illogical sentences. 

Step 3 

The teacher dictates the following situation and asks learners to choose a sentence from the table that completes it: 

Jack had an exam last week. He didn't study for the exam， so he didn't pass. If ... 

Possible completions are If Jack had studied， he would have passed or ... he wouldn't have failed.

The teacher then asks the learners， still working in their pairs， to choose four of their sentences (from Step 2) and write a situation for each sentence， ending in an incomplete If... sentence， as in the teacher's example in Step 3. Having written their situations， they then exchange them with another pair， and complete the If ... sentence that each situation generates. They return the sentences for checking. 

Step 4 

The teacher then hands out a worksheet of situations for which students， working in pairs， devise new sentences using the third conditional. For example: 

1. Alex and Anna decided to go to a restaurant. They didn't book a table. When they arrived the restaurant was full and they didn't get a table. If... 
2. Chris went for a walk. He didn't take an umbrella. It started raining and he got wet. If... 
3. Lisa had a lottery ticket， number 2378. But she lost it. Ticket number 2378 won. The winning prize was a trip to Paris. If...
